Storm Bay wines are grown and produced in Australia’s only island state, Tasmania, which lies in the Southern Ocean approximately 200 miles south-east of the Australian mainland. Due to its southerly latitude, the island has a genuine cool-temperate climate that allows the production of a wide range of premium quality foods and wines, many of which are found on the menus of top restaurants around Australia.

Storm Bay is in southern Tasmania and forms the estuary of the Derwent River on the banks of which Hobart, the state capital, is situated. Our winery is located just to the east of the city.

Our aim with the Storm Bay range is to produce wines of complexity, elegance, food compatibility and longevity. Undoubtedly the most important part of this formula is the quality of the fruit, and we are rigorous in selecting only the best grapes from several vineyard sites around Tasmania. Our winemaking is essentially straight-forward and aimed at preserving the qualities of the fruit, upon which we can then add complexity from wood and bottle maturation.
